We are delighted that Patrick Watson, an Ickleton resident with extensive project management experience
will be joining us on the management committee to oversee the refurbishment phase. Patrick’s first
impressions are that work will take at least 3-4 months from the point at which we get the keys, but we will
know more after we have received the results of the full building survey. So you may have to wait a little
while longer before you can enjoy that first pint, but we promise you, it will be worth it!
